






(9) A ln.tilding permit is not required if the value of GonstruGtioA does not exGeed
$500, unless otherwise required by other seGtions of this chapter and Chapter
42.

B. Plans. If required by the Code Enforcement Constable or Town Manager, plans shall
be drawn to scale and shall be of sufficient clarity to indicate the nature and extent of
the work proposed and shall show in detail that it will conform to the provisions of this
chapter and all relevant laws, rules and regulations. Plans for any construction shall
include a plot plan drawn to scale, by a registered surveyor, showing the location of all
easements, drainage facilities, adjacent grades, property lines, proposed structure and
flood elevations. Upon completion, a final placement survey, by a registered surveyor,
and flood elevation certificate is required.

C. Application. If the building permit application is in accord with the provisions of this
chapter and all relevant laws, rules and regulations, one copy of the application and
supporting papers shall be approved and signed by the Code Enforcement Constable
or Town Manager and returned to the applicant. A building permit shall thereupon be
issued upon payment of all required fees and shall be displayed prominently on the
construction site. One copy of the building permit and one copy of the application,
along with all supporting papers, shall be retained by the Town. Should the application
be disapproved, the reasons therefor shall be set forth on the application form, signed
by the Code Enforcement Constable or Town Manager, and returned with all
supporting papers to the applicant.

If any provision(s) of this Ordinance shall be deemed or held to be invalid or unenforceable 
for any reason whatsoever, then such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any other 
provision of this Ordinance which may be given effect without such invalid or unenforceable 
provision and, to this end, the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be 
severable. 

Effective date. This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage by a majority vote 
of the Town Council of the Town of South Bethany.
